SELECTION

1.- The selection of the shows will be done by Juan Garff, the artistic director, named by ATINA’s Executive Committee for this edition of the Festival.

2.- ATINA’s Executive Committee keeps the right to invite one or more companies to participate in the Festival,  if they consider it is convenient for its development.

  . The non-selected companies will be able to get back their video and folder from ATINA’s office, Ciudad de la Paz 1972, during November 2006. ATINA will send the official invitation to the selected companies.

Conditions to participate:

1.- The performances must have been first performed in a theatre auditorium, either official or private, after June 2003 and until the inscription closes.

2.- The performances must not be shorter than 35 minutes or longer than 90 minutes.

3.- The applying performances must present a folder or CD with the following information

a) Presentation Folder or CD

c) Complete video VHS, DVD or CD, not edited.
d) Evidence of first performance by Argentores’ form or each country’s Author Society.
e) Author’s authorisation through Argentores for Argentina or through each country’s Author Society.
f) Information on the performances, the company ad each member’s curriculum.
g) Performance’s plot.
h) Two digital pictures in jpg and 300 dpi resolution and two printed pictures for the press.
i) List of the performance’s members, with their roles and passport number.
j) Light plant, escenographic plant and specific technical needs.
k) E-mail and telephone number to contact the company.

Important:
The folder and video will not be returned, that is why you shouldn’t send original documents.
Also, the non-selected companies’ folders will be able to be taken from ATINA’s office during November 2006.

The selected performances’  videos will be kept to be part of ATINA’s video- library, with the authorisation of the company.

June 30th 2006. The envelopes which have a later post date will not be taken into account.

1. Festival’s Conditions:

2. The auditorium where the shows will be performed and the dates and times will be determined by the festival organisation.
3. Each company will have at least two performances during the Festival, receiving a cachet, which will be later settled.
4. The performances will have to adapt themselves to the light and sound plant  and the technical equipment existent in the Festival’s auditoriums. Any extra element should be provided by the company, and the people in charge will decide if it is possible to use it or not.
5. The companies will have a former rehearsal which will be previously informed, with a maximum of two hours to set the stage and one hour to empty the stage.
6. The company should not be changed in more than a 20 % regarding the entry form and the video presented.
7. The selected companies from Argentina’s provinces and those companies from abroad, will be provided with accommodation, meals and internal transport during their stay.
8. The Festival is committed to make the needed negotiations to the correspondent organisms in order to try and cover the transport expenses of the companies from Argentina’s provinces to and from Buenos Aires City.
9. The companies from Buenos Aires City will be given lunch and the transport of their stenography on the day of their performances.
10. The participant companies’ members will have free access to every show and workshops, according to the selection they make before the Festival.
11. Regarding the companies from abroad, ATINA will make the corresponding invitations in order for them to negotiate the air tickets with their own governments.
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
